The Resolution that the meeting return to Open Session was Proposed and Seconded and Carried 
The Chairman read out a series of rules that would be followed during this session. These were necessary due to the large numbers of the public present from both the Parish and also those from Keinton Mandeville. The unusual interest was to do with the Planning application for a Quarry.
This application had been sent by SCC to Keinton Mandeville some time ago but the copy to Barton St David had only just arrived. The application really formed two parts. The access to the site was in Keinton Parish and the excavation area in Barton.

The Chairman asked a series of questions to the representative of the mining organization. These were answered frankly and did a great deal to preempt questions from the Public. Barton St Davids interest in the operation was just with excavation area and not the access road.

The meeting was then opened to the public under the rules laid down by the Chairman. The items covered were extensive and of differing opinions. These ranged from Water flow, Noise, Dust, Appearance, Wild Life, amount of stone to be extracted and ‘I just don’t want it’
The Chairman had visited the site before the meeting and after all the questions had been answered the Chairman decided to defer the official reply until the Council had had an onsite meeting in the field in question. Footpath L16/4 ran just to the South of the field
