It was decided that a method of establishing the amount of tilt and a record made of any changes. The Chairman thanked Mr Eitzen for his efforts and he in turn agreed to find out about the Parish Council obtaining ownership of the small piece of land that the Memorial was on.  The Chairman said that he had a possible contact and would let Mr Eitzen know who it was.

Footpaths  Nothing to report. The Chairman thanked Mr Bradshaw for all his work on footpaths.
Parish Plan.  It was decided that as a new Council would be formed after the election it would be a good idea to hand over the progress that had been made since its inception.  Mrs Powell was in agreement.

1.  PA 11/00488 Old Farm Park Street. The Parish Council still has reservations concerning the access to the area for this outline permission. Mill road is very narrow at this point and visibility coming out of the property will be extremely poor.

The Councils concern is heightened as they understand that the field opposite, which was the preferred site for the Affordable Housing development was turned down by the Highways department because of poor access.

The Parish Council would be unable to support the application for this reason.
2. PA 11 00466 Avalon Main Street. The Parish Council recommend approval of this application.

3. Application 11/000493 Westfield Farm Keinton/Barton.

With regard to the application the Parish Council has no objections to that part of the application that lies within the Parish.

However as the Public Footpath now joins the new access the Council would suggest that for the safety of walkers many of whom listen to music while walking, that the vehicle access and the footpath should have a fence between them up to the road where they share the same area. It is a small point but if it saves an accident it will be worth the effort
