Affordable housing.  The latest information was that the draft plan had completed its movement between the Planning Department and Raglan and may be presented sometime in February.
There was some discussion about the recent bad weather and the grating requirements. The Parish was not on the County scheme. Mr P. Lettieri  had kindly through his own efforts had spread salt and grit on  part of the road through the village, this was very much appreciated. The problem was that it was difficult to obtain the Salt. Various possibilities were considered including buying salt boxes and it was decided that the subject would be raised during the summer in time for the winter

3. Request Letter from Barton Pre School. This matter was discussed and it was thought that any money from the Parish Council should go to improvements that would remain the property of the village hall. The Parish council could contribute something in the region of £300 to the shed project.

5. Letter from Mr. Farrant concerning Christmas Tree and Grass Cutting. It was agreed that the Christmas tree was in a good position this year. It was also agreed that a permanent installation for the tree as suggested by Mr Farrant should be Made. It was also agreed that Mr. Farrant be asked to cut the grass on the two greens as previously.
Resolution was that up to £50 be paid to Mr Farrant for the installation of the permanent  installation. This Resolution was Proposed Seconded and Approved

6. Request from Village Hall for remainder of grant for photovoltaic panels £538.90(previously agreed) See financial matters
7. Important briefing form from SALC on’ THE LOCALISM BILL’ This briefing contained was possibly going to happen once the Bill was published. There were several proposals that may concern the Parish council but discussion was deferred to a later date when the full implications were known.

 Council Administration.

1. Parish Precept discussion. All items on possible Parish Council expenditure were discussed as set out in the Clerks presentation. (Attached to the end of these minutes). There was agreement on all the possible values. The allocation to the Parish Support Fund.(This was to be a new fund set up to contain money for possible village projects that may be possible to replace loss of activities by the District Council after the spending Review. These cuts were not yet known or what the Parish may like to replace. Also there was the possibility that the Precept may be capped in future years. Any requirements over and above the Precept for 2011/12 would require a Referendum which could cost more than the sum required.) was increased from £700 to £1000. When spread over all the houses paying Council tax this did not amount to a large monthly requirement.. In future years if this resulted in a large surplus in the accounts the Parish Precept in future years could be reduced.
Financial Matters

1.  There was a letter from The Village Hall requesting a payment to them for completion of the grant previously agreed (£1000)  towards the electric panels on the Village Hall roof. The resolution was that this sum be paid (£538.90) The Resolution was Proposed Seconded and agreed
 Proposed and Seconded and Approved


2. It was Proposed Seconded and Agreed that the precept for 2011/12 be set at £5300 and the requirements sent to the County Council. This was an increase of £1300 over the previous years Precept.
