Planning Application 11/01816 Mobile Home Land off Double Gates Drove and PA  01812 erection of Glass House land off Double gates drove.

Both these applications were dealt with under one heading as there were issues which applied to both applications. The applicant Mr P. Wright was present.
There had been a great deal of correspondence about the applications including letters from Peter Wright; Miss Janet Payne. Council briefing Document Janet Powell; Letter from Mr Bradshaw Footpaths Officer. and Mrs B. King some 
of these letters were copies of letters sent to the Planning Authority. Mrs. J. Powell had collected the thoughts of various members of the Council, There had been an open meeting in the Church Meeting Room where the plans had been displayed – some 50 members of the public taking the opportunity to view them. Mrs Powell had also taken into account the matters discussed in the letters and produced replies to the applications on behalf of the Council for its approval. These replies are attached to the end of these minutes.
Mrs Powell read out the suggested observations about to both applications to the meeting and answered various questions from those present. The questions varied between the financial implications and viability of the project, the effect on the Public Footpath L4/4 on Double Gates Drove and the tracks indicated on the plans leading into other parts of the field.
Mr Wright was invited to answer the questions that had been raised. He covered the financial set up, the use of the Drove by vehicles, the time taken to complete the project (2 years), The time interval was large due to the large use of reclaimed materials, ownership of the land and the future use of the other field. He said that living on the site was important because although the systems in the greenhouse would be automated they would need constant supervision in the early stages. During the course of the discussion it appeared that Mr. Wright did not own the land at this stage – this was a project for the future.
At the end of the discussion the Resolution was that the Parish Council could not support either application. Four members of the council supported the resolution and Mrs. Porter abstained. So the Resolution was carried.
