5. Stocks Green.
1. The condition of the footpath had been investigated and the path needed more small gravel or tarmac. Various members of the Parish would investigate to find the best cost effective solution.
It was reported that the War Memorial surrounding stone was lifting and become very unattractive.  This matter would be investigated by Mr Cabble. There was some discussion about who owned both the land and the Memorial itself. The Clerk said that he and Mr Browne had made investigations in the past but had not achieved a great deal. It was thought that an attempt should be made to establish to record the main features of the Memorial both in size and shape. A record should also be made of the inscribed names. Mr P. Eitzen offered to take on this task. The Clerk would pursue the problems of establishing the ownership of the memorial.
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6. Council Administration.


1. The New Standing Orders . The Clerk  had produced copies for all members of the Council and these would be distributed to replace the old version. The lowest cost of duplication commercially was £1.60 per set (16 pages). The Clerk estimated his cost of producing them would be 60p per set. Request for payment would be made next month.

The form for the calculation of the Insurance and Risk assessment of Parish Property was distributed for completion next month.
