Minutes.

The minutes for March having been distributed were taken as read and approved and signed. 

Matters Arising.

There was no news about the Affordable Housing scheme. This was confirmed when Mr Calvert joined the meeting.

The Footpath Officer Mr Bradshaw reported that he had attended a course run by the County Council about using strimmers and had been issued with this item and the safety equipment that went with it. Mr Bradshaw offered to continue as Footpaths Officer and his offer was accepted along with the grateful thanks for all his efforts in the past years. The Parish must have one of the best set of maintained footpaths in the County.

Public Discussion.

It had been reported by Email that there had been a great deal of illegal use of Double Gates Drove. The surface had been improved and was now being used by all sorts of vehicles and motor bikes. This was considered to be extremely dangerous to walkers and people leaving the houses that were at the entrance to the drove.

There was considerable discussion about what action the Parish Council Could take,  Mr Bradshaw said that he would make enquiries to see just exactly what the law was and which department could take action. The Clerk said that he would also alert the Planning department as to what was going on in the fields on the Drove owned by Mr Black.

There had been no response to emails concerning the lack of road markings on the corners of Peacock Hill and High Lane. The Clerk would try once more. There was no news about the replacement Road sign for Broadclose way.

It was reported that Tootle Bridge had suffered more damage recently. Mr Browne had reported the matter during his last weeks on the Council and a reply was awaited. The bridge had been damaged and repaired many times in the past as it was Listed. It would seem that the problem was not with the bridge but the vehicles using it.

Planning

PA 11/01531 Old Chapel Main Street.

There was considerable discussion concerning roof lines and materials for wall construction. There was general approval of the plans but the council would like to discuss with the owner some of the problems. Mr Calvert would see if it was possible to delay the Parish Council reply for a few days, Mr Bradshaw informed the meeting that the owner would be on site for the next couple of days and was willing to meet the Council.

PA 11/01662 Land adjoining the Anchorage Silver Street.

This was the second application for this small development and the Parish Council is very keen that it should be approved. The applicant had gone to a great deal of trouble and expense in presenting the application in an effort to conform with all the rules and regulations. It was most desirable in that cars would now be parked off the road. The area was small and remote and  not much larger than a hardcore entrance to the field. The application would use very little agricultural land and the hedges proposed would conceal the vehicles to a large extent, they have no such concealment parked in the road where they could constitute a danger to farm traffic. The resolution  was Proposed Seconded and Approved 

PA 11/01512 The Barn Main Street.

After some discussion the Parish Council agreed that this application should be recommended for Approval . The Resolution was Proposed Seconded and Approved .
