The Minutes having been previously distributed required some amendments. It was agreed that once these amendments had been incorporated into the minutes they could be signed in due course. An apology was made regarding incorrect minutes for August having been shown on the website. (Subsequent to the meeting the Clerk apologized for his mistake. The correct minutes would be placed on the web site as soon as Mr. Lee returned)
Matters arising 
The Chairman passed a copy of an addition to Standing Orders dealing with the procedure of Public Discussions to members of the Parish Council. The Resolution was that this amendment be adopted. The Resolution was Proposed Seconded and Passed.

The amendment was:

1. Each member of the public will be allowed to ask one question or make a statement not exceeding a time limit of 2 minutes.

2. Members of the public will not interrupt a person asking a question or making a statement.

3. The Chairman of the Council can stop the public discussion at any time if he considers that no further purpose will be served by continuing a particular line of questioning. 

4. Arguments between members of the public will not be allowed. 

5. The Chairman may at his discretion set a time limit on the Public discussion.

The procedure was then read out to the meeting

It was Proposed, Seconded and Approved that the meeting moves to Open session

Affordable Housing

The chairman read out several statements and also letters from Mr. P Bradshaw, Mr. and Mrs. Wheeler, Mr. A Hargrove, Mr. D Clarke, Mr. C Lawrence, Mrs. M Lawrence, Mrs. M Swift and Mr. and Mrs. P Eitzen. These letters outlined many points of view, of which the major​ity showed great concern as to location and need. The Chairman also reiterated that the whole project on Affordable Housing was still at an early stage in the process and that as each stage was reached everyone would have the chance to be make comment and dis​cuss the situation. There has to be a fully open and reasonable debate as to how things are progress in the months to come. J.Layzell Raglan Housing clarified that at this stage of the project they still had no idea of the details of Barton St David plans and that in whole scheme of things these were early days. All the official planning regulations will need to considered. There will need to be decisions on the building design and type of accommodation and how they are to be bought, leased rented etc.

The Chairman then asked for questions from the floor. A point was made that there should be no time limit on public discussion. Further points were made regarding the possible postponement of the Affordable Housing Project until the Parish Plan was com​plete. It was clarified that there would be no postponement as a timescale had been set for production of the Parish Plan. The Affordable Housing Project had been in motion for some time and would find its own course.
· There was point made that people living in Affordable Housing would stereotyped, they would be unable to move on easily. 
· Another comment came from someone who had been born in the village, moved away and wanted to come back away from the problems of a town. Has job in the village and it was financially and family wise sensible to live in the village. The village was good for her family, Keinton Mandeville with more amenities and only a mile away was not ideal. Barton was where she and her family wanted to be. 
· "Things have gone too far, we have to back track and not go any further until the PP is finished." .
· "We have informed the village all along the way"
· "We are still in the early days and the will has to shown and then work with everybody" 
· "For many years new houses have been built on agricultural land".
· "After the first time purchasers move on what will happen to the houses and if the brown field site were to be developed is correct that a certain number would have to be set aside for affordable housing "?
· "The restrictions will stay in perpetuity and not disappear as with some previous devel​opments. Houses built on a site would require that a % maybe in the region of 35% would have to be affordable housing" 
· "The cleaning and clearing up of such an area would make the purchase of such land too expensive" 

· "We need more children in the village"

· "It was only in 1973 that water came to the Tootle Bridge area of Bar​ton, surplus water cascades down to this area to this day. Could it get worse?.
· “We need affordable housing"

· " Brown field sites are too far out of the village, I want to live in the village proper"

· "Is there a trend to how individuals purchase/ rent their new af​fordable house?." 
· "A recent development elsewhere in Somerset was almost fully rented"

· "Where does the PP come into this, how does it work with the PP? (Parish Plan). 
The PP must continue on its present track, we cannot halt the procedure. Every effort would be made to inform the Parish Council, at the next meeting in November, of the results of the Affordable Housing questions section in the Questionnaire."

· "We need afford​able housing and young people in the village. There are more than 18 individuals and families want to live in the village"

· "We need the houses and some individuals ob​ject because they don't want affordable houses built near to them"

· " Do you as Parish Council see this as the start of a rolling programme, could there be more?" "The need will be addressed"
· "If we are given an opportunity to take this forward we will liaise with Community Coun​cil, before anything else is decided. In due course designs will be put forward and there will be an opportunity to see these and ask questions at an open meeting".
· "There is a need for the Youth club to be resurrected, for the Pre-school and Scouts to stay in the village" (?)
· "The Withy Lane site would be the best area to site any Affordable Housing" 
· "Transport through the village is getting heavier and the companies which make Satnav equipment need to be aware of the problems in this village" 
The Chairman then asked if there were any more questions, and there were none. He then thanked the meeting for their contributions and the Parish Council would take things forward together, if there are more points to be raised please make them known to the Parish Council. As we have from the beginning we want to be open about each stage of the project. This scheme will benefit the whole village and has to come to fruition"
The Resolution was that the Meeting returned to Closed Session. It was Proposed Seconded and Approved.
