It may be possible that the Parishes may be invited to fund some of the smaller projects. It was difficult to say where or what these may be at the present time. Mr J. Zouche promised that he would do his best to find information about the cuts that will be made, but it was difficult at the present time to get firm information.  There was general agreement of all present that if any solution to the cuts involved small amounts of money the Parish Council would consider each item on its merits.
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
