Minutes:

1. The Resolution was to approve the Minutes having been previously been distributed as read. The Resolution was proposed Seconded and Approved.
Matters Arising.
1. Affordable Housing. The Chairman stated that there was no new information at the present. There was some discussion from the public concerning the relationship between the intended car park and possible housing in Main Street. The Chairman stated that there was no relationship. The two subjects were not related. The only observation that had been made was that if the housing site in Main Street was selected by the Housing firm their plans for the site must leave room for a possible car park for people visiting the Barton Inn. One member of the public suggested that the position of the site was already known. The Chairman denied that he or the Council had any knowledge concerning which site  - if any, had been chosen.
It was hoped that more information concerning about the site selected would be available at the next meeting but this was not up to the Parish Council.
2. Mrs Powell for the PPAC gave the latest information on the Parish Plan.
 The Plan in both its forms was now complete and would later be presented to the Parish Council for formal acceptance.. To reduce the time to get the Parish version printed and distributed the Parish Council would hold a Closed meeting at the Clerks house on Wednesday 29 2009. to discuss and formally accept the Plan.
