17th December 2007 Report from the Parish Plan Committee to the Parish Council

The committee is working towards the Open Morning which will take place on Saturday 2nd February between 10am and noon in the Village Hall. The results of the initial survey have been collated into diagrams and graphs. These illustrate the main issues raised by villagers. The activities of village organisations are being identified and representatives will be invited to come to talk to members of the public on the open day. We hope that this will raise awareness of what is already going on in the village, encourage people to join in and help us identify where there are gaps in provision.

The disposal of County Council land and uncertainty about how fields might be used in the future is a matter for concern. The Parish Plan Committee has invited a member of the SSDC planning policy team to attend a meeting to advise on planning issues. Advice from the County Council is that schemes for the use of fields held in the County Council Land Bank will be given consideration [even though in the case of some fields the sieve process is over]. This can include, for example, planting trees or creating amenity areas.

Some time ago John Lee reserved a domain name, www.bartonstdavid.org.uk, and the village website is now up and running. He is adding photographs and creating links to village organisations. It’s important to keep contributions up to date and current and we are grateful for John’s commitment to the project.
