1. Affordable Housing. The representative of the housing association Mr Layzell exhibited and discussed a plan for the positioning of the low cost housing in the site in Main Street. There was much discussion adn he agreed to produce plans for the three other sites and the reasons why these were not chosen by the housing association. It is inevitable that there is no perfect site that covers all the requirements and meets with every person’s approval.
2. The Clerk reported on the reply he had received from Highways regarding his letter concerning road markings in Church Street and the traffic damage to Tootle Bridge. Highways would put an extra centre of road marking by the Church but also stated that there was nothing that could be done about the traffic over Tootle Bridge except to say it was up to lorry drivers to obey the signs and take care.
Public Discussion

The Resolution that the meeting move to Open Session was Proposed and Seconded and Carried. 
The Footpaths Officer confirmed that the damaged bridge had been repaired and he had walked all the paths in the parish and they were clear and passable.

The Footpaths Officer also suggested that the stile near Hurtle Pool should be replaced with a ‘kissing gate’. The Parish Council asked him to investigate this possibility, the Parish Council would provide funding if this was necessary.
The Tree Warden would give a report at the next meeting.

PPAC Mrs Powell gave a report on the progress of the Parish Plan and it was now being proof read before submission to the Parish Council. Over 100 people had attending the exhibition of the Plan in the Village Hall and a large amount of feedback had been obtained. The distribution of the plan to all households would take place during April and May.
