 Minutes of the meeting of Barton St David Parish Council held on 27 July 2009.

Minutes:

1. The Resolution was to approve the Minutes having been previously been distributed as read. The Resolution was proposed Seconded and Approved.

Public Discussion

The Resolution was that the meeting move to open session for public discussion. The Resolution was proposed Seconded and Approved.
Mr J.Layzell representing Raglan Housing. Made a statement concerning the Low Cost Housing Project.

1. The company after discussions with the Planning Authority and the Highways department had decided that the Area at the meeting of High Lane and Mill Road was the one that they would like to put in a Planning Application for.

2. Mr Layzell produced copies of the outline of roughly what the development could look like. The final planning application when it was made may look different to the one that he had distributed.
3. This initial plan was for twelve houses of various sizes with the entrance to the site from High Lane. (18 families had been shown to being in need of housing in the survey . The plan shown for 12 may be reduced. There were fears that there would not be enough local people to fill the houses but it was pointed out that there were some fears when Park Close was built and that they could have been filled twice with local people. There may be a different mix of types of accommodation.)  In the proposal was a small lay-by for buses going south and a footpath from there to the corner of Main Street and Mill road and thence down Mill road along the edge of the development. There may be a proposal for a crossing on High Lane and a possible speed restriction of 30 mph ( start and finish of this had not been decided).

4. Mr Layzell then answered questions which covered some of the following points

a. The move of the electricity overhead lines would add a cost to the development which would be absorbed in general costs.

b. The question of the who would be entitled for the houses would depend on who was on the housing list but they would have to be local people and this would be protected by a 106 Agreement on the Planning Approval. The choice would be made by Raglan after recommendations from the Housing Authority, The Parish Council would have no say in the matter.
c. The houses built would not be like the site in Keinton Mandeville which had been built by a different organisation. 
d. The houses built would be to the high standard required by Government regulations.

e. Each house would have spaces for two cars.
f. Further development southward in the area would be constrained by the Parish development line.

g. The submission of the initial planning application would probably be in the autumn. The Parish Council would then hold a meeting to discuss the application with members of the public.
h. Raglan was a no profit organisation. Any profit that shows on the balance sheet is invested back into the company.

i. Raglan would be responsible for some landscaping of the site.

After 1 hour 5 minutes there were no further questions and the meeting moved on.
Report from Footpath. Mr Bradshaw had continued to clear the hedges but the surface was very wet at the moment. He had spoken to the tenants of the house bordering the Footpath in Silver Street and they would contact the owners to see if they would widen the path.

PPAC. Mrs Powell said that the Parish Plan was now complete and with the final payment due to be paid this evening the project was now finished. Mrs Powel said that she was attempting to obtain a further grant to cover the final outstanding cost. The Parish Council was willing and able to cover this amount if a grant could not be obtained. The chairman thanked Mrs Powell for all the work that she and the members of the committee had put in to make such a good report. It was now up to the Parish Council to move forward to the next stage. The Parish Plan had been recommended for approval by the Joint Area Committee –East Planning Sub Committee.
Mr Zouche the County Councillor said that he had intended to give a report on what was happening at County Hall but due to the time taken over housing he would make this next month. He did however cover the changes at the top level of the Council due to the changes in political control.
The Resolution that the meeting return to Closed Session was Proposed and Seconded and Carried
