Minutes:

1. The Resolution was to approve the Minutes having been previously been distributed as read. The Resolution was proposed Seconded and Approved.

Public Discussion

The Resolution was that the meeting move to open session for public discussion. The Resolution was proposed Seconded and Approved.
1.Mr J. Zouche the new County Councillor was introduced by Mr J. Calvert to the Parish Council and the members of the public present. Mr Zouche said that due to the present high work load of a new County Councillor he was unable to stay for a short part of this meeting but said that he hoped in the future to attend most of the meetings of the Parish Council. He would attempt to help with all matters of the parish and would be available to members of the public. The Chairman welcomed Mr Zouche and hoped that the County and the Parish Council could work well together.
2. Mrs P. Clarke the outgoing County Councillor made a short statement which included her thanks to all members of the parish council and the people of Barton who she regarded as friends. She hoped in the future although she had no official role to be able to maintain contact with the Parish through various activities. The Chairman thanked Mrs Clarke for all her work with the Parish over the past eight years which had been most beneficial to the parish and hoped that she would remain in contact. Mrs Clarke was roundly applauded by all present.
3. Police Community Support Officer F. Wilson made a statement about her activities in the parish and how she saw her job in the future. The C.R.O. outlined various problems and what action she intended to take. Amongst the items discussed was speeding traffic, which had already been discussed with Highways. It was several years since the Parish Council had addressed this problem and perhaps it was time to make another attempt to reduce the problem. The C.R.O. hoped to attend as many of the Parish Council meetings as her work would allow, and to be available to answer questions from the public.
4. The representative of Raglan Housing gave a brief outline of where the project was at this time. Information was awaited from the Highways and other agencies before the Association could make a request to the Planning authorities. The Chairman said that there was understandably a great deal of public interest in the project and an early decision would please everybody. He hoped that by the next meeting of the Parish Council ther would be some firm information.

5. Mrs J. Powell PPAC said that the project was now complete and the printed copies to each house would be completed shortly. The cost of the final printing had slightly exceeded the funds still available and a request for for grants had been made. The Chairman on behalf of the Parish Council thanked Mrs Powell and all members of her committee for all their hard work. The Parish Council would in the near future be holding open meetings where members of the parish could volunteer to help with various proposals in the Parish Plan. The Parish Plan proposals were very extensive and volunteer help was going to going to be a major part in achieving all that was required.
6. Mr P. Bradshaw the Footpath Officer was unable to attend the meeting but he had contacted the Clerk to say that he had cleared various footpaths where recent growth of hedges had become a problem. There was a problem with the width of footpath L4/15  (Silver Street) where the width of the footpath was less than that required by statute. The PFLO understood that the property on which this path was located was changing hands and once the new owners had moved in he would approach them on the matter.
