Serial No. 3. Lighting at Bus shelter. Information received from Highway Lighting Engineer that they would provide help in the positioning of the light and would be responsible for the payment for the electricity used and the maintenance of the light, but the Parish Council would possibly have to pay for the cost of installation.

The Clerk pointed out that some questions would have to be answered before the Council made a decision to spend money. They were-

1. How large is the request for lighting?

2. When will the light be on?

3. If only for the school bus how many times in the year will it be required?

4. If for safety illumination will more street lights be required?

5. How will the Low cost housing affect the project?.

DECISION. Mrs Powell would see if she could find answers to some of the questions from the Parish Plan Survey. Serial 3 would be discussed once again when this information was available and when the outcome of the Low Cost Housing project was known.
Serial 6A Dog waste bins. The cost of the bins varied between £120 to £220 according to complexity. Once again various questions had to be asked, these were:

1. How many would be required.?

2. Where would they be sited?

3. How secure would the mounting have to be?

4. What would be the extra Insurance Cost?

5. WHO would empty them?

DECISION. Parish Council would consider the matter but the opinion of the public was that dog owners should disposal of their dog waste

Serial 6B Collection of Cardboard and Plastic..
Correspondence had been received that although a scheme had been introduced after trials by Mendip DC.

SSDC would not be able to introduce a scheme dur to financial restrictions. However they would continue to monitor the situation and see what could be done in next years financial  allocation.

DECISION. The Parish Council would remind the Waste Partnership in about a years’ time before the next spending allocation that the Parish Council was still interested in the project.

Serial 10 Bus travel and Railway station The Clerk had received the latest bus time table and there were 3 connection in the morning and 6 in the afternoon to Castle Cary station. Services from the Railway station to Barton were 2 in the morning and 4 in the afternoon..
DECISION . The Parish Council considered that this was an adequate service for a village of Barton’s size. The full time table would be posted on the Notice Board and on the Web site.
