YOUR Views are Important to the Successful Production of Our Parish Plan 
Just over a month ago, as a result of requests publicised in the newsletter, a group of people met to form a committee and they began the job of creating a Parish Plan for Barton St David. Each plan is unique to its community and to be considered effective it must be capable of leading to 'actions'. With the active participation of villagers, the committee will strive to produce such a plan. 

The content of the plan depends upon us identifying current trends and concerns and finding out the issues that matter most to village residents. We will identify what the village is like now and how its residents would like it to be in the future. During October members of the committee visited every household to distribute a leaflet asking people to list issues that are most significant to them. About 33% of households filled in the questionnaire and some very interesting and constructive ideas have emerged. The overall results will be used in the further development of our research. If you did not express your view this time there will be further opportunities for you to do so in other ways. 

Committee members will be talking to different age groups of people and hoping to note positive messages as well as concerns.
On a Saturday morning in early February 2008 we will be holding a drop-in event at the Village Hall at which will display the results of our work so far. 
We hope that all villagers, of any age, will call in to talk with neighbours and committee members and share ideas over a hot or cold drink and cake. 

We now have eight committee members. 
We are actively seeking input from the youth of the village. We need to find someone willing to build a website. Please let us know about any other skills you can offer. 
If you have any old or particularly interesting photographs or records of the village please look them out - they will be treated with the greatest care if you are willing to entrust them to us.  

As we consider how the village might develop in the future we need to take a nostalgic but realistic look at how it evolved in the past and we plan a social event In April to display our findings.
